Develop a thesis. Your thesis is the main point and tells the reader what it is you are going to say in your essay. Your first paragraph should outline what your essay will look like. It will include each topic you will cover and it will and make an argument.
CITE YOUR WORK. All sources used must be cited, both in-text and in a sources cited section.
To cite an internet source, include the following information in this order: author, title of article, source (ex: bbc.co.uk), date published, date accessed.

Respond to each part of the prompt.
Make your essay flow: Pay attention to grammar and organization.

Do not plagiarize! Be creative and express your own thoughts. If you use information or ideas from any source, cite your source.
